Originally founded as a parish school in 1958, SJES incorporated as a separate and distinct legal entity
from the church in 1995. The school maintains its religious affiliation with the neighboring Episcopal
church; however, their operations are separate.

“Our goal and intent from the very first moment we gave notice of the November 30, 2022 lease expiration
date, was to facilitate a smooth transition process,” said the Reverend Martin Zlatic, Rector of St. Joseph's
Episcopal Church. “I know | speak for our Vestry and congregation when | say we are so grateful that this
mutually agreed to arrangement has been reached to provide some relief for the school families and
students.”
